In some cases, grinding noises from the bell housing may Figure 1: Material loss on the rivets due to incorrect release lever
occur after replacing the clutch on the vehicle model
specified above.

The cause of the complaint is insufficient clearance between
the release lever and the clutch. The release lever rubs
against the clutch cover and wears away material on the
rivets of the adjusting unit (Figure 1).

The complaint only occurs with accessory release levers.
That is why, when installing the LuK RepSets specified
above, it is essential that these are only combined with the
original release levers from the vehicle manufacturer.
