However, the oil pumps in Volkswagen's TFSI en-
gines are particularly susceptible to damage. If 
the vehicle has not been moved for a long time 
at low temperatures, clicking noises may come 
from the engine compartment when the engine 
is started or shortly afterwards, indicating the 
defective oil pump. In this case, it is advisable 
to replace the oil pump as soon as possible to 
prevent consequential damage to other compo-
nents.
