Wheel bearings are available in various  
designs.

They carry the 
pulse generator (encoder) previously known 
as the ABS crown together with the sen-
sor to supply the wheel speed signal. This  
signal is used by the vehicle electronics for 
a whole host of driving dynamics systems 
and can even support navigation.

The harmonisation of entire systems is in-
creasingly important for all kinds of repair. 
When it comes to safety related compon-
ents such as wheel bearings, every work-
shop employee should intuitively know 
that an ineffective repair can lead to failure 
of the driving dynamics control systems. In 
the worst case scenario, this can be a mat-
ter of life and death.
